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Houstonõs honor toward the completion, 
which will take no more than about $4,500 
to finish. It will be a multi -purpose room 
as it has been, with the addition of now 
servicing as a user-friendly library!  Please 
see me or speak to vestry members Wanda 
or Cordell if you would like to participate 
in this     project. 
 
Finally, in an effort to keep working at             
improving our communications, Iõve 

asked our Communications Committee for some 
feedback as to how we might include each Sunday 
Bulletin both the essential information needed for 
our  worship as well as essential announcements     
helpful for all who come each Sunday.  (All in the 
same tri-part folder we currently use!)
